SECTION B

SUPPLIES OR SERVICES AND PRICES/COSTS

B.1  SCOPE

(a) This contract is for the acquisition of installation support services to assist  Army Continuing Education System (ACES) professionals in the delivery of adult education services at sites throughout the world.  Services may potentially be ordered for any location containing concentrations of Active or Reserve Army personnel.  Service functions include Reception and Administration Services, Counseling Support Services, Facilities Administration Services, Automation and Technology Support Services, Test Examiner Services, Test Proctor Services, Multi-Use Learning Facility (MLF) Instruction Services, MLF Support Services,  and Educational Programming Services.

The government currently projects ordering an estimated 600 thousand hours of services at over 94 major locations throughout the United States, Korea, and certain Pacific Islands.  Potentially, services could also be ordered for locations in Europe or other locations outside of the Continental U.S. during the life of the contract.

(b) This contract shall be a Fixed Loaded Hour Rate, Indefinite Delivery/Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) contract against which task orders are placed. This contract lists individual Fixed Loaded Hourly Labor Contract Line Item Numbers (CLINs) for direct labor.  These CLINs shall include any and all costs associated in completing contract performance (travel, reproduction, communication, supplies, employee training, etc).  This contract will contain a Base Year and Four (4) one-year option periods (FAR 52.217-9, Option To Extend the Term of the Contract).

(c) Services to be performed shall be stated on task orders containing the final negotiated terms regarding level of effort, labor category, period of performance, deliverables, and other relevant provision (s) for each task (s) to be performed.  The contractor shall not begin performance until the receipt of the task order or notification of the issuance of a task order by the Contracting Officer.  

(d) All services to be performed under this contract shall be executed through the issuance of a properly signed task order containing all the key elements of the sample task order shown in section J of this contract.  Those elements are task order number, period of performance, description of work, deliverables, and level of effort listed by CLIN.  Lastly, all task orders shall represent the mutual agreement by requiring signatures of the following personnel:  signature of the contractor representative who is authorized to certify the cost area and the technical areas (level of effort, labor mix) of the task order;  signature of the contracting officer's representative (COR/COTR);  signature of the contract specialist authorized to certify concurrence of all of the above.

(e)  The labor portion on each Task Order shall be considered a Fixed Price completion; however, if due to unforeseen circumstances or changed requirements, a properly and mutually agreed upon change order may be necessary as a fair and reasonable solution to complete the various tasks.

(f)  In accordance with FAR 16.504 and FAR 52.216-22, the Contractor shall furnish to the Government, when and if ordered, the services specified in the schedule, up to and including the quantity designated as the 'maximum' which is 900,000 hours.  The Government shall order at least the quantity of services specified as the 'minimum' which is $500,000 of services.  The Governemnt is only obligated to meet the total 'minimum' for the base year only.

(g)  Estimated Levels of effort are based upon an Independent Government Cost Estimate and shall be used in the preparation of the Contractor's initial and final cost proposals.  No deviations from the required number of hours or the envisioned skill mix will be accepted.  For the purposes of submitting proposals, Contractors shall mark all pages containing costing data as Proprietary.

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SECTION C-1

C.1  GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

C.1.1.  SCOPE OF WORK.  

C.1.1.1.  Summary.  The purpose of this contract is to provide support services to assist government professionals in the delivery of adult education services at sites throughout the world.  Services may potentially be ordered for any location containing concentrations of Active or Reserve Army personnel.  The services to be delivered can be found in detail at the beginning of section C.5.  

C.1.1.2.  Contract Type.  This is an Indefinite Delivery, Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) contract.  The Contractor shall deliver one-hour sessions of Education Support Services, divided into nine separate Contract Line Item Numbers (CLINs), to sites as ordered by the Government.  In delivering the ordered CLINs to the Government, the Contractor shall provide all related management, training, personnel, transportation, travel, material, supplies and equipment (except for items specifically identified herein as provided by the Government) on an overhead basis, with expenses being amortized into CLIN unit prices.  The Government will only pay for CLIN hours ordered and delivered.  Under extremely limited and restricted conditions, the Government will pay travel costs by means of an tenth CLIN entitled Government Directed Travel, the details of which can be found at C.1.26. 

C.1.1.3.  Sites.  The term “site” as used throughout this contract, will frequently be a specific military installation.  However, “site” may also refer to a military installation with one or more adjunct remote work locations, a group or area of smaller installations, a geographic area with two or more diverse locations, or some other defined area.  The government will clarify the specific geographic sites at which services are being ordered.  The Government will potentially order services at any location world-wide where the Army Continuing Education System (ACES) provides educational services to soldiers, or with concentrations of Army Reserve military personnel.

C.1.1.4.  Projected Requirements.  The CLIN hours anticipated to be initially ordered under this IDIQ contract are outlined in Technical Exhibit 1.  This Technical Exhibit is based on anticipated start dates and hours for the various CLINs at each site.  The hours per CLIN, start dates, location, the CLINs ordered, and the number of sites in this technical exhibit represent the Government’s best current estimate of requirements and are subject to change.  Potential offerors are advised that the individual military installations listed in Technical Exhibit 1 have discretion whether or not they will utilize the services offered under the contract resulting from this Request For Proposal (RFP).  Data provided through this RFP is based on information provided by each installation.  As such, the Awardee is only guaranteed the minimum dollar amount of $500,000 for the base year.  This guaranteed minimum has the anticipation of growth that will be most influenced by the competitiveness of CLIN prices under this contract in relation to existing and previous contracts at installations.  The Contractor shall deliver services at any new site within 60 days after being notified by the Government.  The Contractor shall respond to all other changes in delivery and quantity ordered by the Government within 30 days.

C.1.1.5.  Population Served.  The Contractor shall provide educational support services to the following:

C.1.1.5.1. Military personnel assigned to an installation or supported by an installation under provisions of Interservice Support Agreements (ISA).

C.1.1.5.2.  Department of the Army civilians (DACs), adult family members, and other qualified personnel in the geographic area of responsibility for an installation or site as defined by AR 621-5, Army Continuing Education System, or as further clarified by the Government on a site-by-site basis.

C.1.1.5.3.  Reserve personnel at locations throughout the United States.

C.1.2.  CONTRACT PERSONNEL.  The Contractor shall provide all personnel to accomplish the tasks required by this SOW, including supervisory, administrative, instructional, and direct labor personnel to accomplish all work required.

C.1.2.1.  Project and General Management.  The Contractor shall designate in writing one central Project Manager and a Site Coordinator for each site at which services are ordered.  The Project Manager shall be responsible for the overall qualifications and training of personnel, management and coordination of all work required under this contract, and shall act as the primary point of contact with the Government.  The Contractor shall include in the designation letter for the Project Manager, any limitations on the Project Manager's ability to bind the Contractor.  The Contractor shall also include a summary of the Project Manager’s experience, education, and training that equip the designated Project Manager with the skills necessary to ensure the delivery of top-quality education support services to the Government.  The Contractor shall deliver the designation letter to the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR) within 30 days after contract award and upon any change in Project Manager.  Additionally, a site-specific designation letter appointing a Site Coordinator will be delivered to the Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (COTR) at each site prior to contract performance at that site, and upon any change in Site Coordinator.  

C.1.2.1.1.  The Contractor shall develop and implement written management procedures to ensure timely delivery and service continuity at each site.  These procedures shall include the method by which the site COTR can contact the Contractor to immediately solve on-site service delivery problems, and the role and assigned responsibilities of the Contractor’s Site Coordinator.  The Contractor shall provide each COTR with a written copy of these procedures prior to contract performance and upon any change to the procedures.  The Contractor shall update these procedures as deem needed by the Contractor, at any time they prove to be inadequate to solve site specific problems identified by either the Contractor or the Government.  Procedures may vary by site.  

C.1.2.1.2.  The Site Coordinator shall be physically present at a specific work location and schedule to be established in coordination with the COTR at each geographical location.  The on-site hours scheduled by the Contractor for the Site Coordinator shall be sufficient to accomplish the tasks defined in this contract.  The site coordinator shall provide the COTR with a business and home phone number at which he/she may be reached by the COTR in an emergency.

C.1.2.1.3.  When the Site Coordinator is not available as defined above for any period of time, not to exceed two weeks, the Contractor shall designate in writing to the COTR an individual to act for the Site Coordinator.  If the Site Coordinator is absent for longer than two weeks, the Contractor shall appoint another Site Coordinator in writing.

C.1.2.1.4.  The Contractor shall accomplish project management and site management services on an overhead basis, with the Contractor’s management expenses, along with all other overhead costs, being amortized into CLIN unit prices.  

C.1.2.1.5.  On a site-by-site basis, the Contractor may, with approval of the COTR, assign Site Coordination duties as an adjunct responsibility.  However, site coordination duties will be undertaken outside the hours scheduled for the employee to be providing services under any CLIN.

C.1.3.  MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS.  The Contract personnel who deliver CLIN defined services must meet the minimum qualifications and conditions outlined in the following paragraphs for each CLIN.  Minimum qualifications may be waived or modified by the COR on a case-by-case basis in consultation with the site COTR.  The Contractor may hire the same employee to perform service delivery hours in more than one CLIN providing that the employee is qualified in each CLIN to which assigned, and the hours are not concurrent.  

C.1.4.  RECEPTION AND ADMINISTRATION (CLIN 1).  

C.1.4.1.  Sixty semester hours (or the quarter hour equivalent) of higher education beyond the high school level.

C.1.4.2.  Demonstrated and documented ability to accomplish those types of tasks identified under CLIN 1 in this contract.

C.1.5.  COUNSELING SUPPORT (CLIN 2).  

C.1.5.1.  Sixty semester hours (or the quarter hour equivalent) of higher education beyond the high school level.

C.1.5.2.  A minimum of six months experience in a position requiring public speaking or briefings, or a course in public speaking.

C.1.6.  FACILITIES ADMINISTRATION (CLIN 3).  

C.1.6.1.  A High School Diploma or Equivalency Diploma.

C.1.7.  AUTOMATION AND TECHNOLOGY SUPPORT (CLIN 4).  

C.1.7.1.  An Associate degree from a regionally or nationally accredited college or university in computer science or a closely related field such as automation technology, and one year of documented experience in the following:

C.1.7.1.1.  Experience with end-user automation support in the installation, configuration, testing, operation, and problem solving of automation hardware and software.

C.1.7.1.2.  Experience with LAN and WAN procedures, and network and systems operations.

C.1.7.2.  An alternative acceptable qualification background, in lieu of the education requirements in C.1.7.1., is three years of documented job experience as detailed in C.1.7.11 and C.1.7.1.2. 

C.1.8.  TEST EXAMINER (CLIN 5).  

C.1.8.1.  A baccalaureate degree from a U.S. Department of Education accredited college or university.

C.1.8.2.  Achieve 90 percent or better on the Government administered Defense Activity For Non-Traditional Education Support (DANTES) Examination for Testing Personnel.  Preparation for this examination can be achieved by studying the DANTES Examination Program Handbook and viewing the DANTES video Test Security is Your Responsibility. 

C.1.9.  TEST PROCTOR (CLIN 6).  

C.1.9.1.  A High School Diploma or Equivalency Diploma.

C.1.9.2.  View the DANTES video Test Security is Your Responsibility.

C.1.10.  MULTI-USE LEARNING FACILITY (MLF) INSTRUCTOR (CLIN 7).  

C.1.10.1.  Current state teaching certificate from any state.  The government may waive this requirement for OCONUS sites.

C.1.10.2.  One year experience in individualized instruction, including the development of prescriptive curricula in the area of math, reading, English grammar, or oral and written communication to meet individual student needs.

C.1.10.3.  For those sites involved in Distance Learning (DL), end-user instructional experience in DL or formal training in DL is highly desirable.  The ability to assist students with DL curriculum and the ability to use and assist students with DL technical equipment is a requirement.  The site COTR will inform the Contractor if this is a requirement for their site.

C.1.11.  MLF SUPPORT SERVICES (CLIN 8). 

C.1.11.1.  Associate Degree or 60 semester (or equivalent) hours of college.

C.1.11.2.  For sites ordering MOS Library services, the following is required:  One year experience with the Army Publication System, the Enlisted Personnel Management System, the Army Extension Training System, and small unit military training.  Experience with (or knowledge of) the on-line Army Correspondence Course Program (www.atsc.army.mil) enrollment process, the U.S. Army Publishing Agency (www.usapa.army.mil), the Army Doctrine and Training Digital Library (www.adtdl.army.mil) and other Internet sites that will replace paper-based systems is highly desirable.

C.1.11.3.  Documented experience and skill in using audio visual equipment, multimedia workstations, and other education technology equipment, and a working knowledge of, and documented experience in computer software and hardware related to the tasks ordered.

C.1.12.  This paragraph number is reserved and not used.

C.1.13.  EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMMING SERVICES PERSONNEL (CLIN 9)tc "C.1.2.7.  EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMMING SERVICES PERSONNEL (CLIN 6)".

C.1.13.1.  A Masters Degree from a regionally accredited college or university and either four years experience in managing Army Continuing Education System (ACES) programs at an installation level or eight years in managing other adult education services.  

C.1.13.2.  An alternate set of qualifications includes all of the following subparagraphs:

C.1.13.2.1.  A Masters Degree in Education Administration or Educational Leadership or Educational Personnel Administration (or a degree closely related to the preceding) from a regionally accredited college or university that included or was supplemented by at least 15 graduate semester hours in a combination of the areas described below.  

C.1.13.2.1.1.  Adult education:  Study of the adult as a learner, teaching-learning theories for adults, models and procedures for planning, designing, managing, and evaluation adult learning activities.

C.1.13.2.1.2.  Educational program administration:  Study of the foundation and methods in organizing for adult and continuing education programs.

C.1.13.2.2.  Two years experience managing adult education services.

C.1.14.  OTHER PERSONNEL REQUIREMENTS. 

C.1.14.1.  Conflict of Interest:

C.1.14.1.1.  The Contractor shall not hire off‑duty Contracting Officer's Representatives, ACOR, COTR, ACOTR, or any other person whose employment would result in a conflict with the latest edition of DOD-5500-7-R Joint Ethics Regulation "Standards of Ethical Conduct for Employees of the Executive Branch" or with the latest evolution of this regulation.

C.1.14.1.2.  Personnel hired under this contract will be involved with a number of tasks which interface closely with institutions of higher learning that deliver instructional courses to military service members.  Examples of these kinds of tasks include, but are not limited to, the following activities:  Initiating the expenditure of Government funds by enrolling soldiers in programs offered by these institutions and performing detailed clerical analysis of their invoices; briefing soldiers on the availability of educational programs from these institutions and carrying out degree plans which effect institutional enrollment; monitoring institutional classroom use and related property accountability; testing soldiers to certify that they meet institutional entrance requirements; and many similar tasks that may create a conflict of interest, either real or apparent.  The Contracting Officer has determined that a conflict of interest may result in instances where offerors and/or subcontractors are currently providing instructional services to soldiers and are receiving Tuition Assistance funds in accordance with the provisions of AR 621-5.  Offerors and/or subcontractors in this status shall include in their proposal, clearly stated methodologies by which they will avoid all conflicts of interest, either real or apparent, in delivering services under this contract.  Failure to thoroughly address this issue will cause the offeror to be eliminated from further consideration.

C.1.14.1.3.  Personnel who perform under CLIN 7, MLF Instruction, will be preparing soldiers to take exams given by personnel working under CLIN 5, Test examiner.  One key measure of success for MLF services is in how well students do on these tests.  Close personal familiarity with test administration is likely to influence instructional choices and create a scenario of “teaching to the test.”  Therefore, the Contractor shall not hire the same personnel to perform services under CLIN 5 that perform services under CLIN 7.  At some sites, the nature of the assigned duties under CLIN 7 may be of a more limited nature such that there is no conflict of interest at that site.  The COR, in coordination with the site COTR, may wave this restriction on a site-by-site basis.

C.1.14.2.  The Contractor shall ensure personnel are physically present at their work locations and duty station during the times ordered by the Government.

C.1.14.3.  Additional requirements for all personnel.  The Contractor shall ensure that all contract personnel have:

C.1.14.3.1.  The ability to speak English clearly and communicate accurately, and the ability to read and write English and follow complex written instructions or directives.  If requested by the COTR, the Contractor, at the Contractor’s expense, shall provide evidence that any or all of their personnel possess good English skills by either one, or both, of the methods outlined in the follow sub-paragraphs.  The COTR may prescribe which method or tests to use, or direct that the Contractor’s employees pass both methods.

C.1.14.3.1.1.  A score of 550 or above on the Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL), an equivalent score on the American Language Course Placement Test (ALCPT), or an equivalent score on a widely normed similar test.

C.1.14.3.1.2.  An overall score of 6.6 or higher on the “Phone Pass” test of Spoken English, with no sub-score lower than 6.0.  Test information can be found at http://www.ordinate.com.  The Contractor shall only provide full and actual test scores to the COTR, although the Contractor may use the free demonstration test detailed at this web site as a potential employee screening tool if the Contractor chooses.

C.1.14.3.2.  Training in or a good working knowledge of computer hardware and software in use at each site, such that work requirements referenced in this contract are accomplished in an efficient and timely fashion.  A representative sample of common software in use is listed at TE-3.  Tasks requiring the use of software are also specified throughout section C.5.  Site-specific additional software requirements, if any, will be identified by the COTR at sites where services are ordered.

C.1.15.  PERSONNEL LIST.  The Contractor shall furnish in writing to the COTR, five days prior to commencement of work under this contract, the complete name, address, social security number, and duty phone of each of his employees engaged in the performance of this contract, together with such data as the Government may deem necessary to establish the identity of each employee having access to Government buildings or facilities at each installation.

C.1.16.  EMPLOYEE IDENTIFICATION.  Contractor personnel must be recognizable as such while on an installation.  This shall be accomplished by issuing badges or name tags which contain the Contractor's company name and employee's name.  The Contractor shall furnish badges or name tags for his/her employee at the Contractor's expense prior to contract performance.  The identification shall be worn by all employees in a conspicuous place on the exterior clothing.

C.1.17.  EMPLOYEE PERFORMANCE.  The Contractor shall not allow any employee to perform work under this contract who is under the influence of alcohol, non-medically prescribed drugs, or any other incapacitating agents.  The Contractor shall ensure that their employees are neatly groomed and dressed to present a professional appearance at all times.

C.1.18.  QUALITY CONTROL PLAN.  The Contractor shall implement and maintain a documented quality control system that identifies and corrects potential and actual problem areas throughout the entire scope of the contract.  The Contractor's Quality Control Plan (QCP) shall be provided by the Offeror to the Government as part of the solicitation package submission.  The QCP shall be implemented on contract start date.  The Government will make final review and acceptance of the QCP and any subsequent changes.  The Contractor shall provide three updated/revised copies to the Government 5 workdays prior to any planned change (subject to Government acceptance).  The Contractor's quality control system shall do the following:

C.1.18.1.  Contain procedures for written and verbal communication with the Government regarding performance of the contract.

C.1.18.2.  Contain procedures for handling corrective action without dependence upon Government direction.

C.1.18.3.  Contain specific internal review procedures for each major contract service.  The  procedures shall identify who will perform the review, the frequency, the method, a listing of items under review, and corrective actions that will be taken to correct Contractor identified deficiencies.

C.1.18.4.  Include a customer complaint system to immediately validate and correct customer complaints and to inform the customer and the government of corrections.  At a minimum, the customer complaint system shall contain procedures for the customer to file complaints with the Contractor, forms to be utilized by the customers, procedures for investigation of the complaint, methods to ensure clear written documentation of all steps taken, and feedback to the customer and the Government on the results and actions taken on the complaint.  The Contractor shall immediately notify the COTR in situations where the customer’s complaint is not resolved to their satisfaction.

C.1.18.5.  Include employee performance and evaluation.  The Contractor shall develop and implement a performance and evaluation process for employees, which results in a written evaluation of each employee on at least an annual basis.  The Contractor shall immediately provide copies of negative evaluations to the COTR that identify systemic problems at any service site, or with a particular CLIN, along with the eventual outcome of the process.

C.1.18.6.  Maintain records of all Contractor quality control checks, employee performance evaluation, and corrective actions.  These files shall be made available to the COR, COTR, or designated representative upon request throughout the term of this contract, and provided to the government at completion or termination of contract.

C.1.19.  PERFORMANCE EVALUATION MEETINGS.  The Contractor’s Program manager shall meet with the COR on a regular basis, as the government requests, to review contract performance.  The Contractor shall schedule semiannually, at the convenience of the Government, an In Progress Review (IPR) with the COR and Contracting Officer.  Included in this IPR shall be a status report and evaluation of the QCP.  Three advanced copies of this status report and evaluation shall be provided to the COR at least one week prior to the meeting.  The Contractor shall submit to the COR an “After Action Report” 15 days after the meeting has taken place.

C.1.20.  SAFETY.  The Contractor shall operate in strict conformance with all installation and local regulations and U.S. Corps of Engineers Safety and Health Requirements Manual, FM 385‑1‑1, and with all applicable provisions of 29 CFR 1910 and 1926 of the Occupational Safety and Health Act.  Upon commencement of work under this contract, the Contractor shall implement a suitable safety program for employees performing work under this contract. The safety program shall be in writing and a copy of this safety program shall be furnished to the Contracting Officer and COR within 30 calendar days after award of the contract. 

C.1.21.  POST SECURITY/CONTROL.

C.1.21.1.  Gate Control.  Many military installations have limited access with controlled gate openings and closures.  The COTR will provide the Contractor with gate operating times and procedures.

C.1.21.1.1.  Unscheduled gate closures. Unscheduled gate closures by the Military Police may occur at any time and all personnel entering or exiting the installation may experience a sudden, unexpected delay.  No price adjustments will be made for any delays resulting from unexpected gate closures or controls.  

C.1.21.1.2.  Scheduled or anticipated gate closures or delays.  Gates may occasionally be closed for reasons that are previously announced or can be reasonably anticipated.  Examples include Force Protection Exercises and construction.  Delays may occur which have been previously announced or could be reasonably anticipated.  Examples include spot checks for seat belt use and identification checks.  Contract personnel shall stay informed of these events and make every reasonable and prudent adjustment in order to provide services at the scheduled start time.  Should this not occur, the Government may make a price adjustment; that is, the Government may not pay for services which were not delivered.

C.1.21.2.  Post Closings.  Occasionally installations will be closed unexpectedly due to inclement weather or other reasons.  Notification is normally by way of local radio stations.  Information concerning other methods of notification will be provided by the Government at sites were these methods are used.   No price adjustments will be made for any delays resulting from post closing.

C.1.21.3.  When area radio or TV stations report that an installation has "delayed reporting" until a particular time, this means that due to weather conditions, the Contractor's personnel have until that time to report to work.  All personnel are generally expected to leave home at their normal time, and to use the extra time to proceed cautiously.  No price adjustment will be made if the personnel arrive at work between the normal start time and the delayed reporting time. 

C.1.21.4.  Early departure from work caused by inclement weather will be announced by the COTR or other Government officials of the AEC.  No price adjustment will be made for early departure.

C.1.21.5.  Occasionally, an installation or activity may be given a "training holiday" or closed for other reasons on short notice. Services under this contract may still be provided during these instances.  However, the Government may decide to cancel some or all services with a minimum of two workdays written notice.  When the Government provides such notice, there will be a price adjustment; that is, the Government will not pay for these services which were not delivered.

C.1.22.  CONTRACTOR PLANNING AND CONTROL DOCUMENTS.

C.1.22.1.  Contingency Plan.  The Government must plan, in advance how it will meet mission requirements in case of mobilization, natural disaster, or labor disputes.  The Government must be able to react to such events quickly and efficiently. Sudden or unusual events could result in a great impact upon the Contractor's performance and contract requirements.  As an aid to properly plan for such events, the Contractor shall provide to the Government as part of the proposal package, a contingency plan outlining in detail the method or methods the Contractor shall use in meeting contract requirements under the following circumstances:

C.1.22.2.  Natural disasters such as earthquakes, major incapacitating storms, and floods.

C.1.22.3.  Labor disputes and strikes.

C.1.22.4.  Mobilization or sudden build‑up of forces.

C.1.23.  OTHER REQUIREMENTS.

C.1.23.1.  Tobacco Control.  The Contractor shall observe the Tobacco Control requirements contained in AR 600‑63 and any related regulations and local policy whenever performing services in or visiting facilities/buildings at the installation.  The current policy at all installations only allows smoking outside of Government facilities, at least 50 feet from any building entrance.

C.1.23.2.  Employee Security Clearances.  The contractor shall initiate a Questionnaire for Public Trust Positions, Standard Form 85P, or its similar evolutionary replacement, for all contractor employees before contract performance.  The Contractor shall forward completed forms to COTR for processing.  The Contractor shall not allow employees with unfavorable agency checks to continue performance under this contract. 

C.1.23.3.  Health and Sanitation.  Some contract sites will have local provisions requiring the Contractor to support a ban on food and drinks in classrooms or other government facilities.

C.1.24.  GOVERNMENT MANAGEMENT.  This is a centrally managed contract. The Contracting Officer is located at the Pentagon, Defense Supply Services-Washington (DSS-W).  The Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) is located at the Army Continuing Education System (ACES) headquarters in Alexandria, VA.  The COR will appoint a Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (COTR) at each site where services are ordered, and may, at some locations, also appoint an Alternate COTR (ACOTR) to act in the COTR’s absence.  The Contractor’s Site Coordinator shall coordinate with the Government’s on-site COTR (or ACOTR) concerning site-specific operational details. 

C.1.25.  CONTRACT IMPROVEMENT.

C.1.25.1.  The Contractor shall make specific written recommendations to the Government regarding changes to this SOW that would likely result in improved management, improved services, or reduced costs, annually, and no later than 15 days prior to the completion of the contract.  Nothing in this paragraph is meant to supersede the FAR clause concerning “Value Engineering,” if so included in the contract.

C.1.26.  GOVERNMENT DIRECTED TRAVEL (CLIN 10).  The purpose for this CLIN is to provide a mechanism for limited reimbursement.  Potential vendors are not expected to bid on this CLIN, but rather to state in their proposal the methodology by which they will keep travel costs at a minimum.  The Government will reimburse the Contractor for travel only under extremely limited and restricted conditions as detailed in this section.

C.1.26.1.  The Contractor shall not be entitled to reimbursement for travel associated with contract management or supervision, Contractor-directed personnel changes, personnel hiring or placement, personnel/labor disputes, employee convenience, Contractor initiated training, implementation of the Contractor’s Quality Control Plan, or any other contractor initiated activities.

C.1.26.2.  The Government will only reimburse the Contractor for travel costs in the following limited instances:

C.1.26.2.1.  At the Government’s specific written direction, the COTR requires a Contract employee to travel more than 50 miles from their primary work site in order to provide any of the direct services ordered by the COTR by means of any of CLINs 1 through 10.  

C.1.26.2.2.  At the COTR’s specific written direction, the COTR requires that a Contract employee attend training.  This provision will only be utilized in extremely limited instances when the Government determines that it is in the Government’s best interest to provide training of a unique nature which the Contractor could not be expected to provide.  Nothing in this paragraph countermands the Contractor’s responsibility to provide and maintain qualified and trained personnel as detailed in C.5.1.1.

C.1.26.3.  The following additional conditions and restrictions apply to Government Directed Travel:

C.1.26.3.1.  Each instance of travel must be specifically requested and approved by the Government prior to travel.

C.1.26.3.2.  The Government’s reimbursement for transportation costs may be based on mileage rates, actual costs incurred, or on a combination thereof, provided the method used results in a reasonable charge.  Costs for lodging, meals, and incidental expenses may be based on per diem, actual expenses, or a combination thereof, provided the method used results in a reasonable charge.  Airfare costs in excess of the lowest customary standard, coach, or equivalent airfare offered during normal business hours are unallowable.  In no case will reimbursment for travel exceed the rates that would be allowed for authorized Federal civilian employees as permitted in the regulations listed below.  Any of these documents are available, by the stock numbers indicated, from the:

C.1.26.3.2.1.  Federal Travel Regulations, prescribed by the General Services Administration, for travel in the conterminous 48 United States.  (Stock No. 922-002-00000-2)

C.1.26.3.2.2.  Joint Travel Regulation, Volume 2, DOD Civilian Personnel, Appendix A, prescribed by the Department of Defense, for travel in Alaska, Hawaii, The Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, and territories and possessions of the United States.  (Stock No. 908-010-00000-1)

C.1.26.3.2.3.  Standardized Regulations (Government Civilians, Foreign Areas), Section 925, "Maximum Travel Per Diem Allowances for Foreign Areas," prescribed by the Department of State, for travel in areas not covered in C.1.26.3.2.1 or C.1.26.3.2.2.  (Stock No. 744-008-00000-0)

C.1.26.3.3.  The Government may further define and limit methods of travel within some sites, MACOMS, etc. when the Government is paying for this travel. 

C.1.26.3.4.  The Contractor shall not be eligible to claim reimbursement for any aspects of travel in which the Contractor did not incur an expense, such as travel as a passenger in a government vehicle or plane.

C.1.27.  STATUS OF FORCES AGREEMENTS (SOFA).  This paragraph applies to services provided Outside of the Continental United States (OCONUS), if ordered.  Contract employees may or may not be eligible to receive logistical support under article 72 of the Supplemental Agreement to the NATO SOFA, or under other SOFA at locations in host-countries throughout the world.  It shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to understand the terms of these agreements with regard to its employees, to make its own determination of whether or not logistical support is likely to be available, and to bid accordingly.  The Contractor shall strictly observe the provisions of these SOFA and host-country laws.

C.1.28.  RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT AND CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL.

C.1.28.1.  The Government and the Contractor understand and agree that the services to be delivered under this contract by the Contractor to the Government are non-personal services, and the parties recognize and agree that no employer-employee relationship exists or will exist under the contract between the Government and the contractor or between the Government and the Contractor’s agent.

C.1.28.2.  The Government will exercise limited technical authority over Contractor personnel services under this contract.  Contractor personnel shall not be placed under the supervision, direction, or evaluation of a Federal Officer, military or civilian, in connection with performance under this contact.  Contractor personnel shall not be placed in a position of command, supervision, administration, or control over DOD military or civilian personnel, or personnel of other prime contractors, or become an integrated part of the Government organization in connection with performance under this contract.

C.1.28.3.  The services to be performed under this contract do not require the Contractor or his employees to exercise personal judgment and discretion on behalf of the Government, but rather, the Contractor’s employees shall act and exercise personal judgement and discretion on behalf of the Contractor.

C.1.28.4.  Contractor personnel shall not be eligible, by virtue of performance under this contract, for payment by the Government of entitlements and benefits accorded Federal employees.  The entire consideration to the Contractor for performance of this contract is contained in the provisions for payment set forth in this contract.

C.1.29.  ENGLISH LANGUAGE DOCUMENTATION.  All Contractor-prepared correspondence furnished under this contract shall be written in the English language.

C.1.30.  ORDERING, INVOICING, PAYMENTS, AND RELATED REPORT.  

C.1.30.1. As stated in C.1.1.4., the CLIN hours by site anticipated to be initially ordered are outlined in Technical Exhibit 1.  The Contractor shall coordinate directly with each site, prior to planing for and providing services at that site, to obtain the final hours ordered by that site; and the dates, work schedule, and hours for the ordered services.  Each site (defined in C.1.3.) will directly order services by means of a delivery order against this contract.  The services are defined by CLINs one through nine and may include CLIN 10, Government Directed Travel.   Sites will generally order services by fiscal quarter or year, but may order by month or some other increment.  Each site ordering services will be required to have a complete copy of the contract package on hand, and an appointment letter assigning COTR duties to a person at that site.  Further administrative details concerning this process, if needed, will be developed by the Government by means of an Ordering Guide.

C.1.30.2.  The Contractor shall submit invoices monthly, directly to each installation or site that generated delivery orders against this contract. The Contractor shall not submit invoices until services have been delivered.  The Contractor’s invoices shall clearly provide details that reflect the quantity and price of services delivered by location and CLIN, such that the government can easily verify the accuracy of services delivered and maintain a clear audit trail.  The Contractor shall alter the invoice format at the request of the COR should invoices not provide this clarity.

C.1.30.3.  The Contractor shall accept payment from the Government by credit card or electronic funds transfer.  Not every site will pay the Contractor by this means; payment procedures will vary from site to site.  

C.1.30.4.  The Contractor shall submit a report of service delivery to the Government on a quarterly basis.  One copy of this report shall be delivered to the COR and one copy to the Contracting Officer at DSS-W within 20 calendar days following the end of each quarter.  This report shall initially contain information concerning the number of service hours delivered by CLIN, site, and cost.  The report shall include a consolidated summary of total costs by CLIN.  The Contractor shall alter the format and data elements of this report at the request of the COR or Contracting Officer.

SECTION C‑3

C.3.  GOVERNMENT‑FURNISHED PROPERTY, FACILITIES, AND SERVICES.

C.3.1.  GENERAL.  The Government will provide the equipment, property, facilities, and supplies at each site necessary for the Contractor to deliver services ordered by the Government.  A representative list, which may vary from site to site, is contained at Technical Exhibit 3. The Contractor shall provide any equipment and supplies related to the Contractor’s own needs.

C.3.1.1.  The purpose of this paragraph is to further clarify Government responsibilities related to the provision of supplies and equipment.  The examples provided are meant to clarify a concept and not be all-inclusive as to content.  The Government will provide supplies and equipment related to activities required by the Government under this contract.  Examples include the following:  If the government requires the Contractor to complete education records, testing cards, enrollment forms, and the like, then the Government will provide the supplies necessary for the Contractor to complete those tasks.  If the Government requires the Contractor to copy enrollment forms for soldiers, then the government will provide copying capability.  If the Government requires the Contractor to complete automation tasks, then the Government will provide the Contractor with the automation equipment upon which to complete those tasks.

C.3.1.2. This paragraph applies only to services provided within USAREUR, if so ordered.  The Government will provide office space for the Contractor’s overseas Managers and support staff.  This will be based on the availability of facilities.  The government will not pay for contractor office space on the local economy.  In the event an AEC is located in a building on the local economy, office space will be provided as long as it can be done within the facility.  

C.3.2.  FACILITIES AND PROPERTY.  

C.3.2.1.  The Contractor shall not construct any new building facilities or structures on Government property nor make any structural changes to existing facilities without prior written approval by the Government.  Structural repairs required during the term of the contract shall be reported to the COTR for appropriate action.  The Contractor shall reimburse the Government for repairs to property under control of the Contractor not attributable to fair wear and tear.

C.3.2.2.  Within five (5) working days after contract start date (or the start date for the delivery of any services at sites where the service delivery start date is later than contract start date), the Contractor’s Site Coordinator and COTR at each site will conduct a joint inventory and inspection which may include, but not be limited to: condition of facilities; installed equipment inventory and condition; damage; repair needs; and inventory, condition, and availability of provided furniture and equipment.  A record of this inventory and inspection will be made by the COTR, and shall be signed by both parties. The Government may require the contractor to be a hand receipt holder by signing for government property used by the contractor.  The Contractor shall assist the Government with yearly inventories of this property, more frequently if required by the Government.

C.3.2.3.  Within fifteen (15) days prior to termination of the contract (or the end date for the delivery of contracted services at sites where service delivery end date is earlier than contract termination date), the Contractor’s Program Manager and COTR at each site shall conduct a joint inventory and inspection.  All damage that was nonexistent at the time of contract start date and/or facilities possession date will be documented and the documentation signed by the Contractor and the Government.  Any damage noted at this time to property, furniture, or equipment under control of the Contractor, which resulted through other than fair wear and tear, shall be corrected or repaired at Contractor expense.  Likewise, the Contractor shall replace or pay for any lost property or equipment for which the Contractor was responsible.

C.3.2.4.  The Government, at the COTR’s discretion as to need, will provide structural building maintenance (i.e. repair of roofs, walls, windows, etc.) at no cost to the Contractor.

C.3.3.  WORKSITE SERVICES.

C.3.3.1.  Utilities.  The Government will furnish heat, electrical power, sewer service, and water at no cost to the Contractor during performance of the contract.  The Contractor shall carefully conserve all furnished utilities IAW installation policies

C.3.3.2.  Telephone Services.  The Government will furnish telephone service with local calling capability.  Additionally, the Government will provide access to long distance service in order for the Contractor to conduct official business related to the requirements of this contract.  Specific procedures, if applicable, related to the use of phone service may be established by the COTR at each site.  The Contractor shall pay for their own long distance and other telecommunication needs.

C.3.3.3.  Trash Disposal.  At most installations, the Government will furnish trash pickup and disposal.  The Contractor shall be responsible for the placement of trash in the nearest garbage can or “dumpster.”  At most installations, the Government will provide the Contractor with separate recycling containers for the disposal of paper and with storage space for disassembled and flattened cardboard boxes.

C.3.3.4.  Janitorial Service.  At some installations, the Government may provide limited cleaning services through an installation‑wide janitorial contract or by some other means.  At most sites, the Contractor shall be required to perform some cleaning such that the areas under the Contractor’s control are maintained in a neat and orderly condition.  Site specific delineation and clarification of responsibilities in this regard will be provided by the COTR at each site where needed.  Over all, the Government will provide janitorial service at sites on the same basis that this service is provided to government activities at those same sites.

C.3.3.5.  Automation Connectivity.  The government will provide connectivity to email, LANs, and the Internet to facilitate mission accomplishment where available and required at the Government’s discretion.

C.3.3.6.  Copier Support.  The Government, at each site, will provide the copier support necessary for the Contractor to deliver the services ordered by the Government.  The Contractor shall provide for their own internal copying needs.

C.3.5.  SUPPLIES.  The Government will provide routine office supplies related to work ordered for the Government.  The Contractor may be given access to a Self Service Supply Center when available on the installation and at the discretion of the site COTR.

SECTION C‑4

C.4.  CONTRACTOR‑FURNISHED ITEMS.

C.4.1.  GENERAL.  The Contractor shall provide any equipment and supplies related to the Contractor’s own needs.

C.4.1.1.  The purpose of this paragraph is to further clarify Contractor responsibilities related to the provision of supplies and equipment.  The Contractor shall provide supplies and equipment related to activities internal to the management of this contract and not directly related to a task required by the Government.  The examples provided are meant to clarify a concept and not be all-inclusive as to content.  Examples include:  If the Contractor, in making decisions about how to best manage this contract requires that each Site Coordinator have a FAX machine for communication with their home office, then the Contractor shall provide the equipment, supplies, phone line and other associated costs.  If the Contractor, in managing their personnel, require specific forms upon which to maintain time and attendance data, then the Contractor shall pay for these related costs.  If the contractor requires copies of time and attendance sheets, then the Contractor shall provide their own copying capability.

C.4.1.2.  At some smaller sites, the site COTR may allow the Contractor to use certain Government equipment or supplies for internal contract management if this is more cost effective to the Government.

C.4.2.  VEHICLES.

C.4.2.1.  Any vehicles that the Contractor deems necessary in meeting the performance of this Contract shall be in operable condition and meet local, state, federal, and/or host country safety requirements.

C.4.2.2.  All vehicles shall be operated IAW installation and local traffic regulations.

C.4.2.3.  The Contractor's vehicles utilized under this contract shall be properly registered and licensed prior to being operated on the installation.

C.4.2.4.  The Contractor shall ensure that all operators of Contractor‑owned vehicles possess evidence of insurance and a valid state permit or OCONUS-specific requirement to operate the vehicles under their control (Driver's license, chauffeur's license, Status of Forces license, etc.).

C.4.2.5.  The Contractor shall, within five days after completion of this contract, remove from the installation's premises all Contractor‑owned vehicles, equipment, tools, supplies, material, or other items.  If the Contractor does not remove said items from the installation within the stated period, the items will be delivered to the Defense Reutilization and Marketing Service Office and disposition will be made IAW Government regulations.

C.4.3.  OTHER CONTRACTOR-FURNISHED ITEMS.

C.4.3.1.  Employee identification badges or name tags.

C.4.3.2.  All office supplies and equipment that the Contractor deems necessary to manage this contract.

SECTION C-5

C.5.  SPECIFIC TASKS.  The Contractor shall perform all tasks specified below to meet the requirements of the SOW.  The Contractor shall provide Project and Site Management Services and the following CLINs:  Reception/Administration (CLIN 1), Counseling Support (CLIN 2), Facilities Administration (CLIN 3), Automation and Technology (CLIN 4), Test Examiner (CLIN 5), Test Proctor (CLIN 6), MLF Instruction (CLIN 7), MLF Support Services (CLIN 8), and Educational Programming Services (CLIN 9).

C.5.1. SITE COORDINATION AND GENERAL REQUIREMENTS.  The Contractor’s Site Coordinator shall be responsible for the overall management of the contract at the site.  The Site Coordinator shall be the central point of contact with the COTR for all work performed under this contract at the assigned site.  The Site Coordinator shall have authority to act for the Contractor on all matters pertaining to on-site contract management.  The Contractor shall certify in writing to the COTR that all personnel possess the minimum requirements and conditions listed in Section C.1.  Certification shall be provided before personnel begin to perform under the terms of this contract.  With the approval of the COR, up to 30 days temporary certification of qualifications may be granted in cases where the Contractor's personnel need time to send for transcripts, certificates, or proof of employment.  Proof of qualifications for each employee shall be maintained in the Site Coordinator's office and shall be open for inspection by the COR and COTR.  If minimum qualifications have been waived or modified by the COR on a case-by-case basis in consultation with the site COTR (IAW paragraph C.1.3.) then a written record of such will also be maintained.

C.5.1.1.  Training.  The Contractor shall have its personnel fully trained and ready to perform tasks assigned on the first day of work.  The Contractor shall also provide on-going maintenance training for Contractor personnel.  Training shall include, but not necessarily be limited to, training areas such as:  work related skills, knowledge, policies & regulations, workplace attitude, customer satisfaction feedback, familiarity with the military environment, relationship of the Contractor to the military mission and responsibilities, the scope and objectives of contracted services, specific requirements under the contract, employees role and responsibilities in the delivery of services, and other similar training subjects sufficient to provide Contractor employees with the skills, knowledge, and abilities to deliver excellent services to the Government.  The site COTR may recommend needed training subjects.  This training shall be at the Contractor’s expense.  The Contractor shall not conduct formal training sessions during hours of ordered services.

C.5.1.1.1.  The Contractor shall develop and implement a written training plan to accomplish the above that is both thorough and cost-effective.  The Contractor shall deliver this written plan to the COR prior to beginning services under this Contract.  In selecting a Contractor to deliver services under this Contract, the Government’s evaluation of the Contractor’s training plan will have been an important factor in this selection.  The Contractor shall maintain, at each site, a written record of all training provided at that site.  The COTR will inspect these records and monitor the implementation of the Contractor’s training plan.  The quality and frequency of training, and the quality of services delivered to the Government is the Contractor’s responsibility.

C.5.1.1.2.  In developing and implementing a cost-effective training plan, the Contractor may wish to consider any or all of the following training methodologies or processes.  The Contractor’s training plan need not be limited to, or necessarily contain any of these suggestions.

Video teleconferencing

In-service training

Web based information sites or training

CD ROM based training

Decision-tree automated “smart systems”

List-serve or other email information

Information sharing by FAX

On-site formal training

Mentoring

Hiring qualified and trained personnel

Limiting turn-over and the need to re-train personnel

Computer-based training

Appointing  knowledgeable site coordinators to train on-the-job

C.5.1.2.  The COTR may provide a brief orientation to the work site upon their discretion.

C.5.1.3.  As regulations, requirements, policies, or site specific needs change, the details concerning tasks required by this contract will also change.  Requirements for any changes in functions or tasks will be similar in nature and scope to those listed for each CLIN. These requirements will be refined and detailed by an SOP developed by the COTR at each site for CLINs ordered for that site.

C.5.1.4.  The Contractor is responsible for the continuity of service in all cases including the event of personnel turnover.

C.5.1.5.  Marking of reports.  

C.5.1.5.1.  All reports and other documents and materials to be delivered under the contract shall be submitted with a letter of transmittal identifying the contract number, name of the contractor, and title and description of data.

C.5.1.5.2.  The Contractor shall not distribute or make available any findings or documentation, in any stage of development or completion, to the public or agencies outside the Department of Defense Community without the written approval of the Contracting Officer.  Further, the Contractor shall affix the following disclaimer statement conspicuously on the cover of all interim, draft, and final reports: “The views, opinions, and/or findings contained in this report are those of the author(s) and should not be construed as an official Department of the Army, Air Force, or Navy position, policy or decision unless so designated by other official documentation” as in accordance with Privacy Act (Apr 84), FAR 52.224-2.

C.5.1.6.  Paper and cardboard recycling.  At most installations, the Contractor shall separate recyclable paper and cardboard boxes from all other trash.  Paper shall be put into the Government furnished recycling containers.  The Contractor shall disassemble and flatten cardboard boxes, and store them in an area designated by the Government.  The Contractor shall arrange, through the Government, for the removal of paper and cardboard boxes.

C.5.1.7.  The Contractor shall be able to accomplish automation tasks required for successful completion of requirements under this Statement of Work.

C.5.2.  RECEPTION/ADMINISTRATION SERVICES (CLIN 1).  The Contractor shall:

C.5.2.1.  Greet customers.  Determine the reason for the customer's visit and refer the customer to appropriate personnel as prescribed by AEC SOP directives and procedures. 

C.5.2.1.1. Require all customers visiting the AEC sign a visitor's roster, either paper or automation based. 

C.5.2.1.2.  Require that each customer have an education record, DA Form 669.  This record may be electronic, paper, or both.  Ensure the information listed on the form is correct and updated.  Help customers, without a DA Form 669, complete the required information on the record.  Issue DA Form 669 IAW local SOP to customers before referring to a Guidance Counselor.

C.5.2.2.  Provide general information to customers who either phone or visit the AEC/MLF.  Take messages when necessary.

C.5.2.3.  Prepare In-State Residency Certification forms, at those sites that perform this function, in accordance with site specific standard operation procedures (SOP) for those sites.

C.5.2.4.  Maintain supply of publicity materials, forms, and publications.  Reorder when necessary.

C.5.2.5.  Post current publicity materials on bulletin boards and in display cases at designated areas through out the installation.

C.5.2.6.  Word process AEC correspondence, reports, and forms.  Using graphics and/or word processing software, produce signs, flyers, slides, and AEC programs and services publicity materials.  Publicity materials will be approved by the site COTR before materials are distributed or posted.

C.5.2.7.  Answer telephones.  Provide general information and/or transfer calls to appropriate personnel.  Schedule appointments where appropriate.

C.5.2.8.  Retrieve, prepare, sort, and send mail.

C.5.2.9.  Issue TABE appointment cards to soldiers IAW AEC SOP.

C.5.2.10.  Order and stock local college catalogues and schedules as required by the Government.

C.5.2.11.  Stock and order office supplies as required by the Government.

C.5.2.12.  Conduct clearing IAW current AEC SOP directives and procedures.

C.5.2.13.  Maintain and update Education Records File (DA Form 669).  Retrieve, re-file, post, flag, and update records IAW AEC SOP and directives.  Both paper and electronic versions of the DA Form 669 may be used concurrently.

C.5.2.14.  Prepare AEC reports as required by the government.

C.5.2.15. Prepare Request for follow-up counseling forms and/or other appointment slips as required IAW site SOP.

C.5.2.16.  Prepare report of soldier absences from on-duty education programs for the military chain-of-command daily.

C.5.2.17. Retrieve and compile, by military units, lists of soldiers below goals such as, but not limited to:  FAST eligible soldiers, soldiers without a high school diploma, and commissioned officers without a baccalaureate degree.

C.5.2.18. Retrieve and compile, by military units, lists of soldiers who do not meet GT criteria in accordance with local policy.


C.5.2.19.  Maintain current educational publications.  Replace publications when new editions are received.

C.5.2.20.  Make copies of documents for customers and staff IAW site specific SOP.

C.5.2.21.  Prepare Certificates of Training and other training forms.

C.5.2.22.  Assist with course enrollments.

C.5.2.23.   Post all enrollments and test results in Education Record (paper or electronic).

C.5.2.24.  Prepare and/or complete DA Form 3953, DA Form 1348-6, DD Form 250, or DD Form 1155 as necessary to order or pay for Government-provided supplies, equipment, and services.  Submit forms to the COTR for approval.

C.5.2.25.  Enter on-duty course schedules in EDMIS or other Government-provided system.  Change EDMIS entries when courses are canceled, changed, filled, or added.

C.5.2.26.  Check all invoices for accuracy, reconcile differences with originating agency, and prepare for payment.  Forward invoices to Government for certification.  

C.5.2.27.  Tuition Assistance Processing. The Contractor shall do the following:

C.5.2.27.1.  Prepare Miscellaneous Obligating Documents, as instructed by the COTR.

C.5.2.27.2.  Post obligated DA Forms 2171 in EDMIS and/or database.  Prepare re-occurring reports of TA dollars obligated in each accounting category, and maintain a running balance of expended and available TA dollars for Government inspection at any time.

C.5.2.27.3.  Compare completed DA Form 2171s issued to soldiers with institutions’ class rosters and/or databases to verify enrollments have been completed.  Post completed enrollments in education record, EDMIS, and/or database.

C.5.2.27.4.  Maintain TA forms and annotate grades in education record, EDMIS, and/or database.

C.5.2.27.5.  Update tuition changes in EDMIS before enrollment period begins.

C.5.2.27.6.  Enter college schedules in EDMIS.  Post EDMIS entries when courses are canceled, changed, added, or filled.

C.5.2.28.  Verify that TA related invoices received from institutions are correct and prepare SF 1034 forms for certification by Government.  Verify that course numbers, credit hours, cost of the course, and names of students are correct and that the TA form is properly executed for the term being billed.

C.5.2.29.  Establish and maintain a suspense system that monitors receipt of grades, clarification of course non-completion, and recoupment of TA in compliance with AR 621-5.

C.5.2.30.  Prepare and submit DA Form 139 or DD Form 1131 to COTR when required for certification of refund of TA funds from servicemembers.

C.5.2.30.1.  Post refund of TA upon confirmation.

C.5.2.30.2.  Process request for TA waiver for Commander’s signature which determines reason for class withdrawal.

C.5.2.31.  Refer soldiers departing the installation who have a missing TA grade to Education Counselor.

C.5.2.32. Maintain and disseminate information.  Services shall include any or all of the following tasks:

C.5.2.32.1.  Provide educational marketing materials to newly assigned personnel and other assigned personnel or units on a schedule approved by the Government.

C.5.2.32.2.  Provide appropriate educational marketing materials to individuals, units, and agencies when requested.

C.5.2.32.3.  Use all available media to disseminate educational information as approved by the government.

C.5.2.33.  The following sub-paragraphs apply only to services provided within USAREUR, if so ordered:

C.5.2.33.1.  Perform a variety of administrative and clerical duties in support of MACOM HQ.  

C.5.2.33.2.  Greet visitors and callers.  Determine the reason for the customer’s visit or call and refer the customer to the appropriate action officer as prescribed by directives and procedures.

C.5.2.33.3.  Provide general information to customers who either phone or visit MACOM ACES HQ.  

C.5.2.33.4.  Prepare correspondence, reports and forms, using graphics and or word processing software.

C.5.2.34.5.  Prepare distribution.  Sort mail.  Stock and prepare order for office supplies as required by the government.

C.5.2.33.6.  Prepare TDY orders. 

C.5.3.  COUNSELING SUPPORT SERVICES (CLIN 2).  The Contractor shall provide:

C.5.3.1.  Enrollment Services.  Enroll students in AEC programs after an Education Counselor has developed an approved educational degree plan for the customer and in conjunction with DA and MACOM policy.  AEC programs include but are not limited to:  Functional Academic Skills Training (FAST),  High School Completion Program (HSCP),  Communications Skills Courses such as Read-To-Lead (RTL), and Leader Skill Enhancement Courses (LSE).

C.5.3.1.1.  The Contractor shall issue and process TA forms IAW AR 621-5 and other current education directives and site specific SOP.

C.5.3.1.2. MLFs.  The Contractor shall prepare enrollments using current site specific SOP.

C.5.3.1.3.  Army Correspondence Course Program.  The Contractor shall provide enrollment services for the Army Correspondence Course Program.

C.5.3.1.4.  As new AEC programs are developed, the Contractor shall provide enrollments services for the new programs using local SOPs and directives.

C.5.3.2.  Education Briefings.  The Contractor shall provide education briefings.  These briefings include but are not limited to in-processing, general education, and financial aid briefings.  Briefings may be conducted in the AEC or at other sites on or off-post.  Briefings may be conducted before or after normal duty hours.  The briefing outline and handouts will be approved by the COTR before briefing is given.

C.5.3.3.  The Contractor shall prepare In-State Certification forms IAW site specific SOP and directives at those sites performing this function.

C.5.3.4.  Experiential Documentation.  This is a process for transcribing soldier's military training, MOS experience, and education testing achievements.  The Contractor shall:

C.5.3.4.1.  Assist soldiers with the process of obtaining an AARTS transcript.

C.5.3.4.2.  Provide direction to help the soldier complete DD Form 295, Application for Evaluation of Learning Experiences during Military Services.

C.5.3.4.3.  Provide direction on use of DA Form 2-1 to obtain credit for military training experience.

C.5.3.5.  Needs Assessment.  The Contractor shall collect, tabulate, and interpret data for post-wide needs assessments and other education interest surveys.

C.5.3.6.  The Contractor shall be familiar with education programs and services in the local geographical area and provide general education information to customers.

C.5.3.7.  The Contractor shall help servicemembers in Geographically Separated Units (GSUs) enroll in courses, apply for TA, and schedule tests.

C.5.3.8.  Identify customers needing outreach counseling IAW local procedures.

C.5.3.9.  Assist customers to apply for college graduation when all requirements are met.

C.5.3.10.  Administer financial aid workshops.

C.5.3.11.  Conduct briefings specifically on financial aid.

C.5.3.12.  Contractor shall access pre-clearance roster on existing community automation system and update records of soldiers who have 10-15 days left before departing.  Appropriate flags will be set according to type of departure.  Contractor shall drop off and pick up DA 669 at In and Out Processing facility.  This requirement may vary by site or MACOM and will be delineated by MACOM or local SOP.  

C.5.3.12. Perform any or all of the following functions:

C.5.3.12.1.  Develop a sign-in roster for each counseling location or use a roster previously developed by the Government.  The roster shall include the customer's name, unit, reason for visit, and time of sign-in.  The roster shall be designed so the Contractor can retrieve information for reports.  The format of the roster will be approved by the Government before its use, and may be paper-based or electronic.

C.5.3.12.2.  Forward a quarterly feeder report to the Government using a format provided by the Government.  The Government will provide a suspense date for this report with at least two weeks notice to the Contractor.

 C.5.3.12.3.  Develop a roster to track customers who have been awarded Pell Grants and a roster to track customers who have been denied Pell Grants.  Information on both rosters shall be tracked to reflect the military units of the soldier.  The Contractor shall develop a system to remove customers from either roster when their status changes or when they leave post.  The roster may be paper-based or electronic.

C.5.3.12.4.  Develop a list of briefings conducted.  This shall include the type of briefing, unit briefed (when applicable), and the number of soldiers, family members, DACs, and other personnel attending.  The Contractor shall forward this list to the Government monthly.  The Government will approve the format of this list before it is used.

C.5.3.12.5.  As requested by the Government, the Contractor shall provide education statistical information for a specific military unit.  The Contractor shall retrieve that information from the EDMIS.  In the event a military unit generates the request, the Government will review the information and forward it to the military unit.

C.5.4.  FACILITIES ADMINISTRATION SERVICES (CLIN 3).  Services shall be provided at locations and times as established by each area COTR.  The Contractor shall provide the following services, to be further refined and augmented by site-specific SOP provided to the Contractor by the COTR:

C.5.4.1.  Schedule classrooms.  Contractor shall schedule classrooms, resolve scheduling conflicts, publish schedules, and provide classroom utilization reports.  The Government will approve scheduling priorities.

C.5.4.2.  Provide administrative assistance for key control IAW local directives.

C.5.4.3.  Check users in and out of classrooms.  Inspect classrooms before and after use.  Inform Government of any deficiencies.  Perform inspection of facilities.  Initiate work orders for repairs and submit to COTR within 24 hours of noting deficiency.

C.5.4.4.  Loan audio-visual equipment to customers.  Develop and implement system to sub-hand receipt and track AEC audio-visual property.

C.5.4.5.  Perform the following after-hours building monitor duties to ensure only authorized personnel are in building:

C.5.4.5.1.  Ensure all classrooms are unoccupied and users have returned furnishings to original order.

C.5.4.5.2.  Ensure all lights and equipment have been turned off and all windows have been closed.

C.5.4.5.3.  Ensure all offices and identified classrooms are locked.

C.5.4.5.4.  Secure and close all buildings.

C.5.4.5.5.  Conduct facilities inspections.  Monitor the effectiveness of custodial service and building maintenance.  At sites without separate custodial service, perform limited custodial services in accordance with site-specific SOP.  Perform weekly safety inspections of MLF/AEC both inside and out to detect any unsafe conditions.  Report discrepancies to the Government daily.

C.5.4.5.6.  Provide classroom usage reports when requested by the COTR.

C.5.4.5.7.  Prepare order forms for AEC property.  Maintain property hand receipts.  Conduct property inventories when required by COTR.

C.5.4.5.8.  Snow/Debris Removal.  The contractor will be responsible for providing access to facilities during scheduled hours of operation to include snow/debris removal from stairs, entries and exits, and walkways.  Large-scale snow/debris removal such as parking lots or fallen trees is the responsibility of the installation.  In accordance with local policy and guidance from site COTR, coordinate with installation personnel for such removal.

C.5.4.5.8.  Enforce local policy related to classroom and building sanitation & cleanliness.

C.5.5.  AUTOMATION AND TECHNOLOGY SUPPORT SERVICES (CLIN 4).  The Contractor shall draft an Automation Plan at each site to clarify the methods my which the Contractor shall provide automation and technology support to the site.  The Automation Plan shall include specific details related to ensuring timely performance of the tasks outlined below.  These details should include, but not be limited to, issues such as a “work order” process for solving software and hardware problems.  This plan shall be submitted to the site specific COTR for approval within 30 days of commencing work under this contract.  The COTR may return the plan to the Contractor for revision.  Once the COTR has approved the plan, the Contractor shall implement procedures called for in the Automation Plan.  Additionally, the Contractor shall provide the following services:

C.5.5.1.  Install and maintain automation and technology equipment in operational order. Examples of automation equipment may include computers, video monitors, video cameras, computer sound systems, computer drives of various types, printers, file servers, networks, scanners, Total Army Distance Learning Program (TADLP) technology equipment, and the like.  A representative list of equipment is found at Technical Exhibit 4.

C.5.5.2.  Install and maintain automation software to include problem solving.  Evaluate hardware and software problems when they occur to determine problem areas and contact appropriate personnel, e.g. installation POC, DOIM, or local Communication Analyst for assistance.  Remove computer viruses and install prevention software.  Provide short term, end-user training on ways to avoid software problems.  Use other similar problem resolution processes.  Software to be maintained will be similar to that listed in TE3 and will be further detailed by SOP.  Test new equipment and technologies.

C.5.5.3.  Perform system maintenance for LANs or WANs that serve the AEC education program.

C.5.5.4.  Perform system maintenance and functional area support for EDMIS including user account management, system back-up and restore, generation of transactions, and correction of individual identifiers throughout the system.  

C.5.5.5.  Maintain user profiles that designate the privileges or system functions that are available to each EDMIS user.  Tasks identified in this paragraph and in paragraph C.5.5.4. are only performed at selected sites.  The COR, in coordination with the COTR will inform the Contractor if this is a site requirement.

C.5.5.6.  Develop and maintain web pages.  The COR, in coordination with the COTR will inform the Contractor if this is a site requirement.

C.5.5.7.  Maintain a central MACOM file server for EDMIS as needed by government and serve as automation trouble shooter between headquarters and field locations.  The COR will notify the Contractor of the sites at which this is a requirement.

C.5.6.  (This paragraph number is reserved and not used.)

C.5.7.  TEST EXAMINER SERVICES (CLIN 5).  The Contractor shall administer, score, order, inventory, and control a wide variety of education and military tests including but not limited to the following:

Test Adult Basic Education (TABE)

ACT Assessment  (ACT)

Scholastic Assessment Test (SATI)

Regents College Examinations (RCE)

Strong Interest Inventory (SII)

Cooperative English/Math Tests

College Level Examinations Program (CLEP)

General Educational Development Tests (GED)

PRAXIS Examinations

DANTES Subject Standardized Tests (DSSTs)

ACT Career Planning Interest/Aptitude Tests

Armed Forces Classification Test (AFCT)

Armed Services Vocational Aptitude Battery (ASVAB)

Army Language Course Placement Test

Defense Language Aptitude Battery (DLAB)

Defense Language Proficiency Test (DLPT)

Alternate Flight Aptitude Selection Test (AFAST)

Army Analysis Aptitude Test (AAAT)

Typing Test (Military and Civilian)

Certification Examinations

C.5.7.1.  Test Administration and Scoring.  The Contractor shall administer and score, or mail for scoring as appropriate IAW DANTES (Defense Activity for Non-Traditional Education Support) Examination Program Handbook (DEPH), AR 611‑5, and Government SOPs.

C.5.7.2.  Report Usage Data.  The Contractor shall report test usage to the Government; format and time frame for reports to be provided by the COTR.

C.5.7.3.  Ordering Examinations.  The Test Examiner shall prepare test and retest order forms as directed by the Government and IAW DANTES Examination Program Handbook (DEPH) and AR 611‑5, Army Personnel Selection and Classification Testing, to assure an adequate stock of tests are maintained.

C.5.7.4.  Test Security and Control.  Security of the tests is the Contractor's highest priority.  The Contractor shall bear the cost of test replacement if the Government finds the Contractor negligent in test loss or compromise.  The Test Examiner shall ensure all examinations are handled, administered, secured, controlled, mailed, and inventoried IAW procedures outlined in the regulations and directives listed in the DEPH and AR 611-5, and supplemented by local SOP.  Should a test compromise or suspected test compromise occur, as defined in the DEPH, the contractor shall immediately report this to the COTR who will immediately notify DANTES, Code 20B.  The Contractor shall follow-up within 24 hours of initial notification with a complete written report on the circumstances surrounding the incident.  

C.5.7.5.  The Test Examiner shall inventory all controlled tests weekly, at a minimum, and conduct a joint inventory with the Government’s Test Control Officer (TCO) or Alternate Test Control Officer (ATCO) quarterly or as directed.  Contractor shall provide to the TCO or ATCO a current weekly inventory of DANTES tests.   Weekly inventory shall be dated and signed by the Test Examiner.  Quarterly inventory will be signed by the TCO or ATCO and mailed to DANTES by the Contractor.  Additionally, after contract award and prior to the Contractor beginning performance, on a date and time selected by the Government in coordination with the Contractor, the Contractor shall conduct a joint inventory with the Government of all tests and testing related materials.  This requirement for a joint inventory shall also occur again on the last working day of the contract.

C.5.7.5.  The Contractor and TCO/ATCO will conduct a monthly inventory of APT material using DA Form 5159‑R.  The inventory will include test booklets, administration and scoring manuals, and scoring keys.

C.5.7.6.  Automation Requirements.  All test scores and associated data shall be entered into DA Form 669, electronic or paper, and EDMIS when available.  Testing and related processes are automated at some sites, and additional processes will be implemented during course of this contract, as established by COTR. 

C.5.7.7.  NOTE: The TCO/ATCO are responsible for the overall testing program and shall not relinquish TCO/ATCO responsibility to test examiners or test proctors.

C.5.8.  TEST PROCTOR SERVICES (CLIN 6).  The Contractor shall provide test proctor services as required by the COTR IAW the DANTES Program Handbook, Government developed SOP, AR 611-5, and AR 621-5.

C.5.9.  MULTI-USE LEARNING FACILITY (MLF) INSTRUCTION  SERVICES (CLIN 7).

C.5.9.1.  General.  Education level of students may range from 5th grade through college and generally are those who, because of duty commitments, are unable to attend formal structured classes or can benefit more from individualized or programmed instruction, or may want a class via Distance Learning.  Instruction may include, but is not limited to, preparation for tests, prerequisite study for service schools, college classes, and military training.

C.5.9.2.  Instructional Services.  The Contractor shall deliver the following services:

C.5.9.2.1. Individualized instruction for students related to their education goals.  Instruction may be multi-media, Distance Learning, tutorial, paper-based or a combination.

C.5.9.2.2.  Assistance with self-study methodologies such as computer-aided instruction, audiovisual teaching aids, word processing, and directions for all software application loaded in MLF computers.

C.5.9.2.3.  Direct tutorial assistance to students, as required.

C.5.9.2.4.  Write prescriptive educational plan based on identified educational needs in DA Form 669 for each soldier using available software/instructional materials and equipment.

C.5.9.2.5.  Help students use materials and equipment.

C.5.9.3. MLF Administrative Procedures and Reports.  The Contractor shall accomplish administrative procedures and produce reports IAW an SOP developed by the Government for each site at which services are ordered.  At some locations, the data and format will be automated.  The following subparagraphs contain examples of administrative procedures and reports that may be required at some sites and is included to provide the Contractor with the scope of such services:

C.5.9.3.1.  Maintain individual student's progress records.

C.5.9.3.2.  Provide written progress report to the government at the midway point in the student's enrollment and upon the student's completion of prescribed study.  This form shall be designed by the Contractor and coordinated with and approved by the Government by no later than the first working day of the first class after award of the contract.  The form and format will be a living document, subject to improvement and change at the suggestion of the Contractor or the Government.  The Government must approve all changes.

C.5.9.3.3. Detail student's progress in a written progress report and make recommendations for further study, enrollments and/or testing, and for retention in individualized study programs.

C.5.9.3.4.  Ensure that all customers of the MLF to sign in, either on paper or electronically.  Maintain information on customers.  One such method would be to keep a roster with information such as that outlined below.  Procedures will vary from site to site and will be further specified by site-specific SOP.  An example of a typical roster, which if use shall include a Privacy Act Statement, could contain the following information.

     1)  Name

     2)  Social Security Number

     3)  Rank

     4)  Sex

     5)  Race/Ethnic Origin

     6)  Unit

     7)  Program area

     8)  Dates of enrollment

     9)  MLF location

    10)  Instructor’s name

Student's daily attendance

Time in & out

Mode of instruction

C.5.9.3.5.  Sign completed rosters and provided to the Government by close of business (COB) every Friday or on another schedule as designated by the COTR.

C.5.9.3.6.  Provide daily absentee reports to the Government.

C.5.9.3.7.  Compile MLF-related data necessary for completion of DA Forms 1821‑R, and 1821‑1‑R in accordance with AR 621-5.

C.5.9.3.8.  Report students who are discipline problems or who do not profit from individualized instruction to the Government for action.

C.5.9.4.  Provide the following MLF statistical information to the Government with the final roster for each enrollment block or period as defined by local SOP:

C.5.9.4.1.  The number of students initially enrolled in the session, the number of students that dropped out during the session, and the number of continuing students with each roster turned into the Government.

C.5.9.4.2.  A comparison of original General Technical (GT) scores and TABE scores with GT re‑test scores (raw data for AFCT re‑tests provided by the Government.)

C.5.10. MLF SUPPORT SERVICES (CLIN 8).  The Contractor shall provide paraprofessional support services for the ACES Multi-Use Learning Facility (MLF).  The MLF may be single purpose, focusing on either academic or military training support or multi-purpose, combining both services in one facility. MLF services will vary from site to site and will be further detailed by site specific SOP.  Some MLFs may include an MOS Library.  Some MLFs will provide Distance Learning (DL) support to training and/or education, the services for which will vary from site to site.  The Contractor shall perform the following types of services:

C.5.10.1.  Administrative and management support.   IAW local procedures assist in facility management, including, but not limited to, tasks such as building security, opening and closing classrooms.  Provide training support equipment to students.  Log all students in and out of the MLF.  Issue and maintain accountability for education and training materials and equipment, and perform operator level maintenance on equipment.

C.5.10.2.  MLF user support.  Assist students in selecting, enrolling, and using appropriate MLF resources including educational/training technology delivery systems IAW with local procedures.

C.5.10.3.  Enroll eligible personnel in the various military correspondence course programs such as the Army Correspondence Course Program (ACCP).

C.5.10.4.  The contractor shall report to the government quarterly data necessary for completion (per AR 621-5) of DA Form 1821-R, DA Form 1821-1-R and subsequent revisions and reports that may be required by higher HQ.

C.5.10.5.  The Contractor shall report data to the Government by COB of the third working day of the month following the report month/quarter.

C.5.10.6.  For sites with MOS Libraries or that provide library type services, this and the following sub-paragraphs are a representative example of the types of activities that the Contractor shall perform.  Activities will vary somewhat from site to site and will be further detailed by the site specific SOP provided by the COTR.  The contractor shall maintain a library or libraries as follows:

C.5.10.6.1.  Identify publication and training material requirements at the beginning of the contract period and annually (in October) thereafter.  Identify publications required in support of the Military Occupational Specialties (MOS) in the units served by the geographic area or installation served. This shall be accomplished by using government provided lists of MOSs and copies of specific Soldiers’ Manuals.

C.5.10.6.2.  Order required publications.  The contractor shall request sufficient publications, based on information provided by the government, to ensure a minimum number of copies of each required MOS publication are available for soldier check out.  The contractor shall request publication IAW AR 310-1.

C.5.10.6.3.  Develop and maintain an automated system for all procedures used in support of an MOS library.  Included shall be a procedure for loaning publications to students.

C.5.10.6.4.  Maintain references including Army regulations, Department of Army Pamphlets, Field Manuals, Technical Manuals, Soldier Training Publications, videocassettes, textbooks, multi-media software and other materials IAW local procedures.

C.5.10.6.5.  Loan publications to active duty military and civilian government employees IAW a Standard Operating Procedure developed by the government for each site at which services are ordered.

C.5.10.6.6.  Maintain one copy of each publication in a separate reference library with publication clearly marked as a reference copy.

C.5.10.6.7.  Maintain and keep current, a computer-based list publication stock control.

C.5.10.6.8.  Maintain the computer-based list with at least the following minimal information on each publication in the library or on order:

         a)  Name and date of publication.

         b)  Quantity of publications required.

         c)  Current changes to publications in force.

         d)  Yearly inventory quantities of publications.

         e)  Current requisition amounts of publications.

C.5.10.6.9.  Inventory the library at the beginning of each FY and ensure current publications are shelved.

C.5.10.6.10.  Follow local procedures when a publication is not returned to the library.

C.5.10.6.11.  Help students use the Library publications, materials, education technology, and course materials and order correspondence courses. Record each student's name, rank, unit, and reason for visit.

C.5.10.6.12.  Post changes to publications as received and annotate that changes have been posted.

C.5.10.6.13.  Report to the Government monthly, usage data by number of soldier and civilian service visits to the MOS Library, time spent using services, and other similar data as required by each specific site.

C.5.10.6.14.  Report to the Government quarterly data in relation to MOS Library services necessary for completion (per AR 621-5) of DA Forms 1821-R, 1821-1-R, and subsequent revisions; local affirmative action reports; and reports that may be required by higher headquarters.

C.5.10.6.15.  Over the period of the contract, most library services will be changing from paper based to electronic based.  The Contractor shall develop and implement new process to provide customers with assistance in obtaining information at WEB based sites and/or through the use of automated equipment such as CD-ROM juke boxes or file servers. 

C.5.10.7.  For sites with Distance Learning (DL) and/or multi-media technology facilities, this and the following sub-paragraphs are a representative example of the types of activities that the Contractor shall perform.  Activities will vary somewhat from site to site and will be further detailed and refined by the site specific SOP provided by the COTR.  For sites with DL facilities, personnel hired under this CLIN shall be capable of passing a background check for ADP-III in accordance with AR 380-67 and meet any other local security requirements related to access to DL equipment or facilities.  The contractor shall: 

C.5.10.7.1.  Assist the Government in developing, revising, and maintaining written standard operating procedures for the use of DL equipment and facilities.  In addition to other subjects which may be included, this SOP, at a minimum, shall establish procedures for the Contractor to accomplish the following:

C.5.10.7.1.1.  Identify, account for, and secure assigned DL equipment or multimedia workstations IAW installation accountability policies.

C.5.10.7.1.2.  Perform non-technical setup and checkout of equipment and submit repair orders as needed prior to DL classes to ensure equipment is operable and available.

C.5.10.7.1.3.  Maintain a log of equipment malfunctions and repairs.

C.5.10.7.1.4.  Conduct student check-in and orientation.

C.5.10.7.1.5.  Maintain a log of student usage and access for each workstation.

C.5.10.7.1.6.  Distribute student advance packages and issue course materials.

C.5.10.7.1.7.  Administer course related student tests and performance examinations (excluding nationally normed exams such as those distributed by DANTES.)

C.5.10.7.1.8.  Coordinate practical exercises with DL instructors and monitor exercise execution.

C.5.10.7.1.9.  Schedule DL courses and classrooms, and resolve schedule conflicts.

C.5.10.7.1.10.  Maintain order and enforce discipline in classrooms.

C.5.10.7.1.11.  Provide student logistical support (e.g. printing, facsimile, etc.)

C.5.10.7.1.12.  Ensure cleanliness of DL equipment and classrooms.

C.5.10.7.1.13.  Establish accountability and responsibilities.  At some sites, the Contractor will have primary responsibility for facilities while at other sites, the Contractor will have a supportive role.

C.5.10.7.2.  At sites with multi-use learning facilities, the contractor shall coordinate the operational details and usage of facilities and equipment with other personnel and agencies such as college or university instructors, military trainers, other contracted instructors, management staff, etc.

C.5.11. This paragraph number is reserved and not used.

C.5.12.  EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMMING SERVICES (CLIN 9)tc "C.5.7.  EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMMING SERVICES (CLIN 6)".  The Contractor shall plan and develop an installation-level educational services program based on a needs assessment.  The Contractor shall coordinate with educational institutions to establish and operate educational programs in accordance with established Memoranda of Understanding.  The Contractor shall project the need for financial resources and make recommendations to the Government.  The Contractor shall provide personnel to accomplish any or all of the following services:

C.5.12.1.  Prepare annual education services plan by the end of the 1st Quarter of the Fiscal Year.

C.5.12.1.1.  Develop a needs assessment plan in accordance with AR 621-5, Appendix E. and submit plan to the Government for approval. Submit any surveys developed in support of this plan to the Government prior to surveying the population.

C.5.12.1.2.  Recommend means to achieve local needs as assessed by end of 1st quarter of fiscal year.

C.5.12.2.  Collect data and write Education Services Plan (ESP) and Education Services Brochure (ESB) based upon the results of the needs assessment.  Submit the ESP and ESB to the Government for approval by end of 1st quarter of fiscal year.

C.5.12.3.  Project needed education programs by end of 1st quarter of fiscal year.

C.5.12.3.1.  For each program identified in the ESP, provide projection of requirements and costs for each fiscal year.

C.5.12.3.2.  For future programs, project any new services, facilities, equipment, estimated costs, and supplies based on needs identified in the ESP and submit to Government with the ESP.

C.5.12.4.  Serve as action officer for Education Center programs. Develop implementation instructions, policy and SOP for programs.  Estimate resource requirements and track budget execution.  Evaluate programs and report results of evaluation to Government.  Recommend and report to the Government the most cost effective and educationally sound approach to conduct programs.  

C.5.12.4.1.  Develop Memoranda of Understanding with colleges and universities serving the Installation and submit to Government for approval.

C.5.12.4.1.1.  Monitor institution's delivery of service.  Report MOU discrepancies and issues needing resolution to Government in writing. 

C.5.12.5.  Develop and maintain quota management system for MOS related programs.

C.5.12.6.  Manage the allocation of classroom and office space to institutional staff according to requirements of the Memorandum of Understanding or other agreements by the Government.

C.5.12.7.  Develop course schedule.  Project and update consolidated annual course schedule for educational programs offered by the Education Center.  Submit to Government for approval.

C.5.12.8.  Maintain necessary data and prepare reports related to program enrollments.  These reports include, but are not limited to:

C.5.12.8.1.  Program enrollment data related to off-post, on-post and off-duty programs.

C.5.12.8.2.  Participation reports which support commanders' requests for military unit participation.

C.5.12.8.3.  Enrollment financial data, i.e, Veterans Administration funding, Pell Grant usage and other non tuition assistance funding.

C.5.12.8.4.  Monthly MACOM TA report.

C.5.12.8.5.  Quarterly DA Form 1821 report.

C.5.12.8.6.  Reports for other specific information requested by the Government within 14 days of request for information.

C.5.12.9.   Conduct Military Installation Voluntary Education Review (MIVER) Self-Study as directed by the Government.

C.5.12.10.  Maintain resource management data.

C.5.12.10.1 Project costs for operating all aspects of the Army Education Center. 

C.5.12.10.2.  Review and analyze requirements for funding each level of programming.  Compile and submit projected data to the Government.

C.5.12.10.3.  Prepare Army Education Center actual costs each month and submit actual costs to the Government monthly.

C.5.12.10.4.  Prepare revised forecast of operating costs for the remainder of the Fiscal Year and submit to the Government by accounting classification.

SECTION C‑6

C.6.  APPLICABLE TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS, REGULATIONS, MANUALS, PAMS, REFERENCE MATERIAL, AND FORMS.  Documents applicable to this SOW are listed below.  The documents have been coded as mandatory or advisory.  The Contractor is obligated to follow only those coded as mandatory and only to the extent stated in this Statement of Work when a specific part of the document is referenced herein.  Applicable publications will be made available to the Contractor at the start of the contract (See C.3.4.).  It is the responsibility of the Contractor, with assistance of the Government, to establish a pinpoint distribution account for follow‑on needs for publications and changes to publications.  Supplements and amendments to mandatory publications shall be considered to be in full force and effective immediately upon receipt by the Contractor.  The latest edition of each regulation is the governing regulation.  The Government can help the Contractor determine the latest regulation.  It is the Contractor's responsibility to ensure all mandatory publications are posted and up-to-date.  Upon completion of the contract, all publications shall be turned into the Government.

52.216-18      Ordering. (OCT 1995)

(a) Any supplies and services to be furnished under this contract shall be ordered by issuance of delivery orders or task orders by the individuals or activities designated in the Schedule. Such orders may be issued from 1 April 2000 through  31 Mar 2005.

(b) All delivery orders or task orders are subject to the terms and conditions of this contract. In the event of conflict between a delivery order or task order and this contract, the contract shall control.

(c) If mailed, a delivery order or task order is considered "issued" when the Government deposits the order in the mail. Orders may be issued orally, by facsimile, or by electronic commerce methods only if authorized in the Schedule.

52.216-19      Order Limitations.  (OCT 1995)

(a) Minimum order.  When the Government requires supplies or services covered by this contract in an amount of less than $500,000, the Government is not obligated to purchase, nor is the Contractor obligated to furnish, those supplies or services under the contract.

(b) Maximum order.  The Contractor is not obligated to honor:

(1) Any order for a single item in excess of  2 million.;

(2) Any order for a combination of items in excess of 8 million; or

(3) A series of orders from the same ordering office within 30 days that together call for quantities exceeding the limitation in subparagraph (1) or (2) above.

(c) If this is a requirements contract (i.e., includes the Requirements clause at subsection 52.216-21 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR)), the Government is not required to order a part of any one requirement from the Contractor if that requirement exceeds the maximum-order limitations in paragraph (b) above.

(d) Notwithstanding paragraphs (b) and (c) above, the Contractor shall honor any order exceeding the maximum order limitations in paragraph (b), unless that order (or orders) is returned to the ordering office within 10 days after issuance, with written notice stating the Contractor's intent not to ship the item (or items) called for and the reasons.  Upon receiving this notice, the Government may acquire the supplies or services from another source.

(End of clause)

52.216-22     Indefinite Quantity.  (OCT 1995)

(a) This is an indefinite-quantity contract for the supplies or services specified, and effective for the period stated, in the Schedule.  The quantities of supplies and services specified in the Schedule are estimates only and are not purchased by this contract.

(b) Delivery or performance shall be made only as authorized by orders issued in accordance with the Ordering clause.  The Contractor shall furnish to the Government, when and if ordered, the supplies or services specified in the Schedule up to and including the quantity designated in the Schedule as the "maximum".  The Government shall order at least the quantity of supplies or services designated in the Schedule as the "minimum".

(c) Except for any limitations on quantities in the Order Limitations clause or in the Schedule, there is no limit on the number of orders that may be issued.  The Government may issue orders requiring delivery to multiple destinations or performance at multiple locations.

(d) Any order issued during the effective period of this contract and not completed within that period shall be completed by the Contractor within the time specified in the order.  The contract shall govern the Contractor's and Government's rights and obligations with respect to that order to the same extent as if the order were completed during the contract's effective period; provided, that the Contractor shall not be required to make any deliveries under this contract after 31 Mar 2005.
